In the beginning....

At a gathering of the Coquitlam sports and recreation citizens’ committee in 2007,
members were presented with the plans for the revamped and renamed Poirier Sport
and Leisure Complex. Committee member Les Wingrove suggested that the project
could be an opportunity to create a Hall of Fame to honour local athletes and their
achievements. The idea immediately caught the imagination of those on the committee.
From there, the project began to grow. A new committee was struck, bringing together
prominent members from various walks of life, to help guide Coquitlam’s Sports Hall of
Fame from the idea stage to completion.

The Coquitlam Sports Hall of Fame is where yesterday and today are celebrated and
where athletic accomplishments and efforts are recognized. Developed as part of the
Coquitlam Sports Centre renewal project in 2010, the Coquitlam Sports Hall of Fame
provides a glimpse into the terrific achievements and legacies of our athletes and our
community.

Our Mandate....
To honour athletes, coaches, builders, and teams from the City of Coquitlam for their
outstanding contribution or achievement in sports.

The Hall of Fame: honouring the sporting careers of athletes, teams, builders, and
volunteers in our community over a long period of time.

The Wall of Fame: recognizing achievements in a calendar year in twelve categories.
Many recipients are youth.

What’'s happening now....

The Coquitlam Sports Hall of Fame contains over 1,000 square feet of displays and
tributes, where athletes, teams and volunteers are honoured. It serves as a grand entry
to the multipurpose Poirier Sport and Leisure Complex.

We are one of the few sports halls that display artifacts and information for each
inductee. We would like to expand our presence in the community by displaying at other
community centres and/or field locations. One thought that keeps surfacing is a Walk of
Fame at Town Centre. We have also begun initial discussions with the Kwikwetlem
Band to work on a permanent lacrosse display at Poirier Sport and Leisure Complex.



We have ten teams, forty athletes and thirty-one builders (total: 81) inducted as of
September 2023. 42% of builders and 4 teams are women. There are 23 sports
represented.

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A volunteer board member is cataloguing all the artifacts we have received from our
inductees. To date 509 items have been archived which is 56 completed inductees.

We are hosting our first pub night at the John B Pub on May 26" and tickets are almost
sold out.

The ceremony to induct the 2023 athletes, builders, volunteers, coaches, and teams is
to be held on June 11™ at the Centennial Theatre. Once again, we are working
collaboratively with PS Media to bring a video presentation to the live event. 2023
inductees consists of 4 Hall of Fame inductees and 15 Wall of Fame inductees.

We are presently trying to add members to the board and would welcome suggestions
from the Advisory Committee.
